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We Are Coeur d’Alene High School

Coeur d’Alene High School is one of two public high
schools serving the communities of Coeur d’Alene,
Dalton Gardens and Hayden Lake. Our high school has
approximately 1,500 students and is accredited by the
Northwest Association of Accredited Schools. We have 70
faculty members, four guidance counselors, one Student
Assistance Counselor and four administrators assigned to
our school.

Coeur d’Alene High School is on the semester system
(two semesters per year) with one (1) credit earned
per class per semester. Each class meets daily for
18 weeks. Coeur d’Alene School District has the 90%
attendance rule. On the 10th day of absence in any class
(per semester) credit is lost. When credit is lost due to
excessive absenteeism, the student must take and pass a
benchmark exam to receive the grade and credit earned.
A student must be passing the class in order to qualify to
take the exam. Honors and Advanced Placement courses
are taught at CHS. Students can enroll in individual
classes or they can take a series of courses which may
lead to university recognition with a qualifying score on a
cumulative examination.

Honors classes are offered in freshman through
junior years in English, U.S. History, World History,
Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Pre-Calculus, Calculus, and
Humanities. Advanced Placement classes are offered in
U.S. History, and Physics.

Coeur d’Alene High School offers an extensive co-

curricular activities program. Opportunities for participation

exist in both athletic and non-athletic venues. Athletic
activities include football, cross country, soccer, volleyball,
swimming, lacrosse basketball, wrestling, baseball, track,
tennis, golf and softball. Non-athletic activities include
music, debate, speech, drama, cheer leading, dance,
forestry, scholastic team and a variety of clubs.

Coeur d’Alene High School is a member of the Idaho
High School Activities Association and is classified as 5A,
the largest school designation.

Residency

All students must reside within the CHS boundary.
Physical residence of a student is defined as the actual
physical residence of his/her parents) or, in the case of a
student 18 years of age or older, his/her actual, physical
place of residence. The place of residence is defined as
the primary home or place of abode of a person, a place
in which the person has fixed his or her habitation and to
which, whenever the person is away, he or she has the
intention of returning. (ldaho Code 33-405, 33-1401)

Our district requires that all students who reside with
someone other than a parent or legal guardian enter the
district under a Power of Attorney. The Power of Attorney
establishes legal residency for the student, provides proof
of residency in District 271 for the Attorney-in-Fact and also
provides for the Attorney-in-Fact to act on school issues on
behalf of the parent/guardian in their absence. The Power
of Attorney must be signed by the parent/legal guardian
and the Affidavit of Attorney-in-Fact must be signed by the
person with whom the student will reside. Both forms must
be notarized and returned to the Registrar before a student
may be registered to attend classes.

Deadline

Students who do not begin classes by the end of the
second week of school in any semester shall be required
to pass the End of Course Assessment test in each course
enrolled.

Transfer Students

Students who change residence within the Coeur
d’Alene school district boundary and wish to remain at
Coeur d’Alene High School must complete an in-district
transfer form, which must be approved by each high
school principal and a district administrator. If a transfer is
approved, transportation shall be the responsibility of the
parent/guardian. Annual application for transfer between
schools is required.

Counseling

The guidance program is an integral part of the
Coeur d’Alene High School educational program. The
program is committed to helping students develop their
personalities, intellect and talents. Coeur d’Alene High
School counselors are concerned with the emotional and
social, as well as educational and career development, of
all students.

The counseling department provides information that
will assist students in making decisions about high school
and post high school plans. This is done by meeting with
students in groups and individually. The CHS counseling
center provides support in helping students work through
problems to make good decisions. Counseling may involve
parent contact and participation, and is sometimes followed
by referrals to community resources or outside agencies.

At CHS, the counseling staff encourages students
and parents to be aware of and to understand graduation
requirements, and attendance regulations and, in turn,
will communicate this information to you. Parents are
encouraged to contact their student’s counselor regarding
any concerns they may have as to their student’s needs.
Parents are also encouraged to contact teachers directly.

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Credit Acceptance and Course Requirements

Credit Acceptance (soard policy 620)

Credits are accepted from any accredited school on
receipt of an official transcript. New students entering from
accredited public or private schools will be placed in grades
and classes on the basis of their grade placement/credits in
the school from which they are transferring upon receipt of
an official transcript.

For students wanting to transfer as sophomores and
juniors, credits shall be accepted based upon an affidavit of
content signed by the parent or guardian, and signed off by
the counselor. Placement in classes will be based upon this
affidavit. No grades will be accepted from non-accredited
institutions including home school.

Seniors must take: 2 credits of Senior English, 2 credits
of Government, 1 credit of Economics, 2 credits of a
science (Biology or beyond), 2 credits of a math (Geometry
or beyond), plus enough elective credits to be considered
a student through any approved venue for Coeur d’Alene
School District 271 courses. In their senior year, students
may only use correspondence for elective credits and must
abide by the number limit of correspondence credits. Refer
to Policy 619, Correspondence Study for Students

Repeating Classes soad poiicy 626-8p)

A student may repeat any class. Any course taken at
the high school level will remain on the student’s transcript
with the grade earned. Students repeating a class in which
they had previously earned a passing grade will be granted
elective credit.

For example, a student passes the first semester of a
full-year course (e.g. Algebra 1), receiving 1 credit for that
subject. However, if the student fails the second semester,
the student can recoup the second semester credit but is
recommended to repeat the 1st semester to be successful.

Class Changes

Upon receipt of a schedule, students may set up an
appointment with their counselor, during the days and
times posted, to address change. If the student transfers
to another class, his/her absences and grade will be
transferred with the student. Any student who drops a
class after the first two weeks of the semester will receive a
grade of “F” on his/her permanent record.

Correspondence (soard policy 619)

Only six (6) credits of correspondence study through
any program other than the Idaho Digital Learning
Academy (IDLA) or NovaNet will be counted towards
graduation. These credits must be from an accredited
institution other than the

All correspondence courses/credits need to be approved
by a CHS counselor prior to registration. Additionally,
Physical Education, Speech and Senior English may not be
taken through correspondence.

All correspondence testing will be proctored by a CHS
counselor or counselor-appointed proctor and final scores
must be received prior to participation in the graduation
ceremony.

Incompletes

Progress Reports are issued every six (6) weeks.
Letter grades are used to designate a student’s progress.
The grade given at the end of the semester is a cumulative
grade for that semester and is the one that is recorded
on the student’s permanent record. If a teacher grades
with an “I” for incomplete, to allow a student extra time to
do make-up work, that grade must be changed within two
(2) weeks after the end of the semester grading period or
the grade will be changed to an “F.” The principal must
approve all grade changes made two weeks after the end
of the semester.

Advanced Learning

Advanced Placement (A.P.)

The Advanced Placement Program is a collaborative academic effort among motivated students, dedicated teachers,
and committed high schools, colleges and universities.

Since its inception in 1955, the program has allowed millions of students to take college level courses and exams to
earn college credit while still in high school. Students who participate in the program not only gain college-level skills, but
in many cases they also earn college credit while they are still in high school. AP courses are taught by dedicated and
enthusiastic high school teachers who follow course guidelines developed and published by the College Board.

There are currently more than 110,000 teachers leading AP courses in high schools worldwide, prepared by their
participation in professional development workshops and Summer Institutes and experience.

Students who choose to take AP exams in May can earn a 5.0 grade point for these classes. Students choosing not to
take the AP exam will earn 4.5 grade points.

Dual Credit Courses

Dual credit allows Coeur d’Alene High School students to enroll in courses on our campus that satisfy diploma
requirements and provide college credits applicable towards degree and certificate programs at North Idaho College and
those universities that accept those transferrable credits.

Students in these courses may choose to have their work recognized by North Idaho College by paying a fee at the
beginning of the academic school year or semester. Students in these courses will be on a 4.5 grading scale for purposes
of calculating their grade point average.

These courses will be taught by either an approved Coeur d’Alene High School teacher or a professor from North
Idaho College. Students are held to the academic standards of both institutions.

WinG.S. (Dual Enrollment at NIC)

WinG.S. (Win by Getting a Good Start) / Dual Credit is a program that provides an opportunity for high school students
to enroll in college courses at North Idaho College while they are still in high school. Students may receive high school
and college credit for completed classes.

Students may elect to take classes at NIC in their junior and/or senior year if meeting a few eligibility requirements
such as being 16, having dependable transportation and completing 1/2 grad. requirements:

Credits from NIC are transferable to all Idaho state public colleges and universities according to the guidelines of the
receiving institution. Transfers to private and out-of-state colleges is subject to the transfer policy of those institutions.
Parents are encouraged to contact those institutions for their transfer policies.

Earning Our Diploma

Earning the Coeur d’Alene High School Diploma is a
high honor. Students who achieve our diploma have gone
on to be chairs of Fortune 500 corporations and leaders our
community, region and world.

Students are expected to complete four years of
mathematics and science to earn our diploma and required
to take a full schedule for all four years unless specific
needs are demonstrated.

Learners with special needs or needing
accommodations to our regular curricula can be
accommodated through our special education or
counseling departments based on our district, state and
federal guidelines.

4-Year College Students

For students desiring admission into a four-year
college or university, they should choose to take as many
collegiate preparatory (AP / Honors) courses as possible.
Many times, with completion of a standardized exam such
as an AP exam, you have the opportunity to earn credit
or advanced standing at most of the nation’s colleges
and universities or earn scholarships and incentives for
choosing one school over another.

Through these courses, you enter a universe of
knowledge that might otherwise remain unexplored in high
school. Not only will you be able to develop the study
habits necessary for tackling rigorous coursework, but you
will be able to improve your writing skills and sharpen your
problem-solving techniques.

NCAA Requirements

For students who plan on playing a sport at a Division 1
or 2 college or university, It is recommended that students
register with the NCAA Initial-Eligibility Clearinghouse
after the completion the junior year in high school. Student
athletes who wish to participate in athletics as college
freshmen must meet the following NCAA requirements:

- Graduate from high school
Earn a grade-point average of at least 2.0 on a 4.0
scale in a core curriculum of at least 13 academic
courses during grades 9-12.
Earn at least 820 on the re-centered SAT.

Begin thinking about career paths and possible college
choices. Use the Career Information System (cis.idaho.
gov) as a tool to help you in the exploration process.
Remember to take your school work seriously as the 10th
grade year report is considered for many scholarships and
college entrance requirements.

Think about going to college / career fairs (typically in
October) or visit local colleges or employers to get an idea
of what options might be available to you.

Take the PSAT exam and begin preparing for the SAT in
your Junior year as well.

Talk to your counselor about course selections for your
Junior and Senior years. Plan for Advanced Placement
and / or college courses to prepare for college and college
applications. If you are planning to begin work after high
school, you can also visit your counselor to plan course
work to prepare for your future job.

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Testing Programs

ISAT

The Idaho Standards Achievement Test (ISAT)
measures student achievement in reading, language arts,
science and reading as outlined in Idaho’s performance
standards and passage of all four exams is required to
achieve a diploma at our school.

This computerized adaptive test adjusts its difficulty
level based on student response to the multiple choice
guestions and is given in grades 2 through 10 in the fall and
spring of the school year with an additional test available
to juniors and seniors in the winter. Scores are available
several weeks upon completion of the exam.

Direct Writing Assessessment

A mandatory assessment given to all freshmen in the
State of Idaho in the late fall. This test assesses general
writing ability through utilizing an essay format and is
graded by Idaho teachers.

ASVAB

The ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude
Battery) is a multiple aptitude battery designed for use with
students to yield results that are helpful to both schools
and the military. Schools use the ASVAB to provide
educational and career counseling. The military services
use the results to identify students who potentially qualify
for entry into the military and for assignment to military
occupational training programs. The ASVAB is given at
Coeur d’Alene High School in the fall and in the spring.

PSAT / NMSQT

This is a valuable test for two reasons:

1. It can be used as a practice for the SAT since it covers
the verbal and math areas. It may pinpoint areas
which need improvement before actually taking the
SAT.

2. Students who score in the top five percent (5%)
nationally on this test may qualify for the very
prestigious National Merit Scholarship Competition.
This test can be taken only in the junior year for
National Merit consideration. The test is given at
Coeur d’Alene High School in mid-October.

PLAN

The PLAN (Preliminary American College Test) can be
used to practice for the ACT. It helps pinpoint areas which
need improvement before actually taking the ACT. It also
provides a career interest inventory.

SAT |

The SAT should be taken by students who plan to
attend four-year colleges or universities or plan to apply
for ROTC scholarships or military academies. It is also
required for participation in athletic programs covered by
the NCAA. The test covers verbal and mathematical skills
and is administered on six (6) Saturdays throughout the
year. The SAT | should be taken at the end of the junior
year to allow time for re-testing or achievement tests. The
student must register by mail at least six weeks in advance
of the test date.

SAT I

Some colleges (such as the University of California
system, vy League Colleges and Stanford) ask a student
to submit SAT Il scores in addition to SAT | scores. These
tests cover specific areas such as English composition,
mathematics and science. Most colleges request tests on
English, writing, mathematics and the area most closely
related to the intended major. These tests are usually
taken during the junior year. They should be taken at the
completion of an Honors or AP class. The tests are offered
five (5) times a year on the same dates as the SAT I.

ACT

Some schools prefer the ACT (American College Tests)
to other college entrance tests. Students should check with
the colleges they are considering to see which test they
require. The ACT tests the areas of verbal, math, social
studies and science. Students must register six weeks in
advance.

Recustratlon for Exams

Registration materials are available in the Counseling
Center for the optional exams. Fees are charged

for these tests with test reduction forms available for
families in financial need. See a counselor for details.
A student with a documented disability may be eligible
for accommodations on College Board tests. An SSD
Student Eligibility Form must be submitted for each
student requesting accommodations.

To be eligible, the student must have a disability

that necessitates testing accommodations, have
documentation on file at school that supports the
need for requested accommodations, and receive the
requested accommodations due to the disability, for
school-based tests.

A student who is denied may appeal.

Students should apply during their freshman year.

Successful completion of the Senior Project is
necessary to receive credit in Senior Project and Senior
English (regardless of which English class you are enrolled
in for your senior year.

The Senior Project requires students to spend a
minimum of 15 hours in a field of interest, complying with
a set of criteria that includes personal growth, academic
fulfillment, community service, and possible career. Each
student must find a mentor (preferably not a relative) to
help with the process to attest to the student’s time spent
on the assignment.

For highly motivated students, an Honors Senior
Project is available allowing you to earn scholarships and
even deeper experiences in your chosen field.

Tech Prep

Tech Prep prepares students for high-skill technical
occupations and allows for either direct entry into the
workplace or a continuation of study that can lead to
a Technical Certificate, Applied Associate degree or
Baccalaureate degree. It's a two-year sequence of
Professional Technical courses in high school that
align with a two-year Professional Technical program at
North Idaho College, giving you a head start on earning
credits required for college graduation while eliminating
unnecessary repetition of courses. By dual enrolling at
North Idaho College through Tech Prep, you will earn
college credits at a significant savings. Tech Prep courses
are actively based, with high standards that emphasize
applied academics, critical thinking, and problem solving
related to the real world.

Articulation is open to Juniors and Seniors that are
16 years of age and older. Only those students that are
articulated and receive either an A or B in the class will
be granted credit. Tech Prep allows student to complete
a high school course that has been evaluated and
determined to be an equivalent course to a NIC course.

This is a third year science for students who have an
interest in natural resources. Course concepts center
around the ecology and management of our North
Idaho forests and wildlife. First semester emphasizes
the interrelationships between living and nonliving parts
of the ecosystem while second semester focuses on
strategies used to maintain a healthy balance between
the use and conservation of natural resources. Units
include: Game and non-game management, fisheries,
predator/prey relationships, threatened and endangered
species, forest birds, habitat typing, forest measurement,
silviculture, geology, maps, water quality, forest
products, forest health, succession, invasive species,
multiple use, and career related to natural resources.

Natural Resources
Mentorship

Course Code: 3750 1 Credit 1 Semester

Prerequisite: Successful Completion of Forestry and Wildlife and
Instructor Approval

This is an independent, one-semester elective credit,
through a non-paid work experience. You will work
with a natural resource professional in our community
who will act as your mentor. You and your mentor
will schedule 90 hours of time together conducting
field and office activities that will give you first-hand
experience of the duties and responsibilities involved
with their occupation. Some fields of study include the
management of forests, wildlife, fisheries, soils; fire
suppression and recreation.

This course is a multidimensional science course
with an emphasis on environmental aquatic science.
Many areas of science are in the curriculum, including,
but not limited to, water chemistry, biology, limnology,
hydrology, aquatic taxonomy, geology, fish identification,
ecology, bacteriology, anatomy and physiology.

The units of study try to take advantage of the
outdoors during the spring and fall months with field
trips and field studies. The field trips are to hatcheries
in conjunction with the curriculum and field studies
corresponding with stream and lake ecology. We will
get to use state of the art water quality testing equipment
funded by the EXCEL Foundation. We will also rear
fish in aquariums and larger tanks during the winter
months. This will teach students numerous lessons in
Aquaculture with lessons emphasizing the importance of
water quality for this captive environment.

There are also lessons in the science of angling as
applied to biology and habitat studies. Students will
learn techniques of spin fishing, fly fishing, and fly tying
in conjunction with the other related areas of study. A
love of the outdoors is very helpful in this class

Chemistry

Course Code: 3530 2 Credits 2 Semesters

Prerequisite: Successful Completion of Algebra 1

This course is designed for the student who does
not plan on pursuing a science or technology related
career. This course has considerably less mathematical
and highly abstract material than a traditional chemistry
class. The main emphasis is on practical, real-life
applications of chemistry in our society. Societal
problems and issues like air and water pollution, waste
disposal, resource management, nutrition and hunger,
energy supply and nuclear issues are discussed.

Riverbend Professional-Technical Academy

The Academy is designed to provide students
with real-life learning opportunities through integrated
academic and technical units in programs not already
offered. Students who enroll in the Academy typically
have a strong career interest in one or more fields being
offered, and receive exposure to high-end and state-of-
the-art programs and services. These programs will be
directly related to the preparation of high school students
for the workforce, following industry standards that
could lead to an AA degree for graduates. Through a
diverse “mapping” of the curriculum, students can expect
challenging courses related to technology.

Health Professions

Course Code: 7500 4 Credits

This course is a one-year, two-hour program
designed to expand on career and patient care
information, qualifying participants for a certified
nursing assistant (CNA). (Students will receive CPR,
First Aid and Assistants with Medication certifications).
Students will explore health careers in a job shadow
assignment, learn entry level skills and expectations
required to render direct and indirect health services
to patients. Topics covered include anatomy and
physiology, medical terminology, communicable
diseases and medical disorders.

The “Pass Assured” curriculum has
been developed by industry and assists students in
increasing their knowledge of pharmaceuticals, while
preparing them for success in high-tech, high wage
careers in the health care industry.

Welding Technology

Course Code: 5310 4 Credits
Location: Course is Held be held at the NIC Welding Pogram

2 Semesters

Facility, at 4006 Industrial Way in Coeur d’Alene.

The Welding Technology program is designed
to prepare students for entry level employment as
structural, pipe or production welders. Students will be
encouraged to work toward industry certifications. The
program complies with national standards established by
the American Welding Society (AWS) and is taught by
an AWS certified welding instructor. It combines theory
and applied shop practices designed to develop welding
skills. Students receive instruction on welding processes
including OAC (oxy-acetylene cutting), SMAW (shielded
metal arc welding), GMAW (gas metal arc welding, and
GTAW (gas tungsten arc welding), as well as blueprint
reading, layout procedures, metallurgy and safety.
Students who enroll in the Welding Technology class
receive high school credit (2 elective credits).

Computer Networking

Course Code: 7510 2 Credits 2 Semesters

Designed to give students the knowledge and skills
to obtain computer industry certifications. Based on the
Cisco Networking Academy, there are two main areas:
IT Essentials | — (basic maintenance and repair for pass
CompTia’'s A+ examinations) and basic networking,
topologies, configuration and cabling.

This course also prepares students to pass
CompTia’s Network+examination. Students learn how
to program and maintain Cisco routers and switches
in preparation for a career in computer networking and
possibly telecommunications.

Drafting

Course Code: 7520 4 Credits

Students with a career interest in Graphics Design,
Architecture, and/or Machining should concern
enrolling in this program. CAD will enable students
to acquire the skills necessary to draft, design and
communicate technically using the personal computer.
Basic and intermediate CAD skills are combined with
manufacturing principles using AutoCAD 2008. After
mastering basic CAD skills, students may choose one
or more specialized disciplines to explore using state-of-
the-art design and fabrication software/hardware. These
include: Animation (3-D Studio Max, Adobe Design
Modules), Architecture/Interior Design (Architectural

Includes the basics of power theory and progresses
through aspects of engine, drivetrain, and ancillary
systems that make up modern small engine powered
equipment. Students will learn theory, application, and
troubleshooting of 2- and 4- stroke engines, electrical
systems, fuel systems, power train systems, and many

other related systems pertaining to these and other
topics. Successful completion of each course and/or
permission of the instructor is required to continue into
the next course. Students who enroll in the Automotive
Technology class receive high school credit (2 elective
credits per semester), and NIC credit at a reduced rate.

Automotive Technology

Course Code: 7540 2 Credits

Location: Course is Held be held at the NIC Automotive

2 Semesters

Program Facility, at 3520 Ramsey Road in Coeur d’Alene.

Classes will lead directly into NIC’s two-year
A.A.S. degree or to an Advanced Technical Certificate
program, and is designed to prepare students for
employment as entry-level technicians in the automotive
repair industry. All ASE (Automotive Service Excellence)
areas will be taught through the use of lecture, mock-
ups, and customer vehicles. Successful completion of
each semester and/or permission of the instructor is
required for admission to the next semester. Students
who enroll in the Automotive Technology class receive
high school credit (2 elective credits), and NIC credit at a
reduced rate.

Diesel Technology

Course Code: 5310 4 Credits

Location: Course is Held be held at the NIC Automotive

2 Semesters

Program Facility, at 3520 Ramsey Road in Coeur d’Alene.

Classes will lead directly into NIC’s two-year A.A.S.
degree or to an Advanced Technical Certificate program,
and is designed to prepare students for employment
as entry-level truck/heavy equipment technicians.

The program emphasizes extensive shop work using
actual customer projects, as well as mock-up units
and assemblies similar to those found in industry.
Instruction includes theory and troubleshooting of
problems involved in the repair and maintenance

of engines, transmissions, differentials, brakes,
steering, suspension, cooling, as well as hydraulics,
undercarriages, fuel and air systems, and Class B
Commercial Drivers License (CDL) training. Integrated
in the program is a course in welding and cutting
using both oxy-acetylene and electric arc. Successful
completion of each semester and/or permission of the
instructor is required to continue into the next semester.
